TABLA VIDWAN SRI K. PARAMJYOTI

On April 5, 1997, during SPRING FESTIVAL, Telugu Fine Arts Society honored Sri Kocherlakota Paramjyoti,
the great Tabla Vidwan and a long time member of TFAS for his life time services to our community. Our
youngsters , as they were growing up, learnt about Hindustani classical music through his Tabla performances in
our cultural programs. Here is a brief sketch of Sri K. Paramjyoti written by Maryann Houligan.

Kocherlakota Paramjyoti, known to Hindustani Music fans throughout the world as K. Paramjyoti, has had one
of the most illustrious careers in the field of Tabla playing. He began his study of Tabla at the age of 11 and
studied under the late Ranjit Bahadur Kaushal, who later became his brother-in-law. In his twenties, he came to
become the “Shahgrid” or disciple of Ustad Ameer Hussain Khan, one of the greatest Tabla Players of the 20th
century. K. Paramjyoti came to accompany, in his career of fifty years in the classical music field, such artists as
Mrs. Lakshmi Shaw, Pandit Shivkumar Sharma, Pandit Hariprasad Chaurasia, Padma Vibushan V.G. Jog, Ustad
Hafiz Ahmed Khan, G.S. Sachdev and Pandit Ravi Shankar.

By the late 1970’s he became the most sought after Tabla player in the United States, and was requested by
Pandit Ravi Shankar to be premier Tabla player in many music festivals including The Ravi Shankar All Night
Concert in New York. He has performed in such prestigious places as Carnegie Hall, Lincoln Center,
Woodstock, and throughout India, Canada and even the Bahamas. Apart from his career as an acclaimed Tabla
player, he is also a Chemical Engineer. He has trained hundreds of students, Indian, American, and others. He has
trained and groomed his own son, Kochelkota Prashant, to become a celebrated name in Classical Music and has
passed on all of his art to him. Regardless of all other accomplishments, he is best remembered by a statement
made by Pandit Ravi Shankar in an interview to the New York Times in which the Sitar maestro said: “K.
Paramjyoti apart from all other things, is the only man who has no enemies in this world.”

Almost a decade passed since Dalith Poetry began to take shape and emerge as a powerful strain in Telugu
literarture. The essential feature of this poetry is that these poets began to express their own feelings and experiences as
authentic human beings transcending the categorizations that society has attributed to them. Their poetry gives us a
glimpse of the 'inner states' of a vast number of our people whom the society did not try to understand till recently on
their own terms.

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FOOD FOR THOUGHT

"America is scary... drugs, murders, rapes,
child abuse..." A visitor from India made this critical
comment to me recently. Of course, I did not try to
defend the US against this criticism as what he said is
true.

We heard many theories on why there is so
much crime. Watching violence on TV or in movies is
certainly noted as one of the 'suspects'. It is theorized
that frequent exposure to violence makes people
insensitive to crime. Some say that violent shows
would not make a 'normal' person commit crime, but
might push a borderline criminal towards committing
a crime.

I enjoy watching action-packed movies such as
James Bond and Clint Eastwood westerns. In
particular, I feel good when the bad guys get punished
at the end rather than get away. However, I can't
watch violence in movies where gory details of killing
are shown. In fact, such scenes disturb my sleep

But why copy violence in
movies? Even if the correlation between violence in
movies and real crime is not completely proven, why
take the chance and repeat the mistakes made in
America?

Essays will
not be returned and become property of IASF/IACA and may be
used in future publications by IACA/IASF. Essays will be reviewed
by a panel of judges based on the research of the subject,
effectiveness of presentation, clarity of thought, organization of the
text, correct and effective use of language, conclusions drawn and
recommendations made. All sources of reference must be
appropriately cited in the text with a number in the order of first use
and listed at the end of the essay under "references" (refer to MLA
Handbook.) The student can choose from one of the sub-topics for
the essay.

Prizes will be based on all the entries received,
independent of the sub-topic. The decision of the judges is final and
can not be appealed. If the quality of the entries is not considered
acceptable by the judges, one or more of the prizes may not be
awarded. Prizes will be awarded during the August 15, 1997
weekend, at the time of the Independence Day Celebrations
organized by the Indian-American Cultural Association in Atlanta,
Georgia. Winners will be notified by August 1,1997. It is expected
that the winner will attend the program, if possible, and receive the
award.
