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2. The Shapes of Telugu

V. Vemuri

Telugu uses Telugu script, a script distinctly
different from Devanagari script in which Hindi and
Sanskrit are written. Telugu script is also distinctly
different from Tamil and Malayalam scripts. It does
have some resemblance to Kannada script.

Telugu script is syllabic in the sense that
vowels are represented differently in different
contexts; the syllabic context and the intra-syllabic
context. Vowels have one form when they appear in
a stand-alone form and an entirely different form
when they appear in conjunction with consonants. In
conjunct forms, the consonant symbol dominates; the
intra-syllabic form of the vowel appears either as a
"subscript,” "superscript,” or an "appendage to the
right" of the consonant.

Telugu script is written right to left. The
characters are listed below in traditional order
accompanied by roman characters used to
transliterate them in this book. This transliteration
system is not standardized.

Notice that the vowels 20, 2aw~, 0, 27
and e are placed within bold-faced boxes in the

table above and within parentheses in the list beneath
the table. Of these 2w, 2w~ are rarely used, except

in Sanskrit loan words; they are often replaced by
&, &, except by purists.

It is my desire to minimize the use of s, and
£~ by replacing them, wherever possible, by esow
and @y). We believe that the consequences of this
decision are not catastrophic.

A word about e9s. This vowel rarely occurs

in its own right, except as a conjunct. In a small
number of Sanskrit loan words the sound produced
by e98 becomes necessary. The beginner can

ignore this.

Dropping the vowels 220 20 and ess

from the Telugu alphabet should not cause undue
hardship to the beginner. A similar comment can be
made about  and £°. Nevertheless, the intra-

syllabic forms of the vowels 2w,  and

remain popular.

1 Consonants

Traditionally consonants are presented in an
array comprised of five rows and five columns,
followed my a miscellaneous assortment of
additional consonants and semi-vowels. There is a
well researched phonetic reason behind this
arrangement.

As consonants cannot be pronounced in their
stand-alone state, it is customary to list the
consonants in their conjunct form with the vowel e

as shown below. The symbols shown below are the
primary symbols for consonants. All the other
consonant-vowel combinations are listed in the next
subsection.

The two consonants in the second row that

respectively follow $ and 2 (and shown within

parentheses), are the dental equivalents of the palatals
S and 2. These are placed in parentheses to

indicate the author's desire to eliminate them at this
time, mostly because one rarely see their usage in
popular writings, although almost all the dictionaries
use them. When written, they carry a marker over
their heads. These markers are more like diacritical
marks to indicate pronunciation. Indeed for that
purpose, there is some merit in resurrecting their
usage.

The consonants 2 and g never occur in
isolation. Whenever the letter 22 occurs in such

archaic spellings like S 2300 S, it is replaced by

the new spelling IoXgaH Sw. The consonant -,
occurs only in conjunction with 2 as 2 but never

with any other consonant - at least in Telugu.
Although some arguments can be made to drop its
usage altogether, current conventions are followed
and this symbol is retained for the present.

Finally, es is dropped, just as Brown's

dictionary did and many others are doing.
II1. Pure Consonant Forms

Telugu, being a vowel-ending language,
there is rarely a need to pronounce words that end in
a pure consonant. However, due to the influence of

other languages, especially English and to some
extent Sanskrit, now-a-days there is a frequent need
to write words that end in a consonant. Writing
consonants in their form is illustrated below.

FOOD FOR THOUGHT

Recently an executive of an organization got very upset as I could not attend an event arranged by him. I
asked for his preference between two reasons I could offer: one was that I had a conflict (which was not
completely accurate); the other was that I had to attend to a higher priority task (which was the truth.) The
executive said that it better be the first reason as he could not think his event to be of lower priority than any
other.

I started analyzing our lives in the modern times. We constantly complain that we are busy. I cannot see
how one can be more busy than the other. All of us have the same 24 hours per day and 7 days per week. We fill
this time doing something or other -- eating, sleeping, playing, reading, watching TV, visiting friends, praying,
doing community work, etc.. I came to a conclusion that there is no such thing as no time to do a job. It is a
matter of priority we give to different jobs. Whether we like it or not, our priorities depend on the customer. If
the customer is my boss at the office I tend to give very high priority and I may even bring work home to
complete it. There can be many examples:

Some prefer a small gathering with people who can converse well and stimulate their minds, and some
like large, noisy parties with the primary focus on eating and drinking. Some watch TV for three hours and read
for half-hour, and some the other way around. Some do their office work at home, and some do their personal
work at the office. Some pray regularly and ignore any community work, and some get very much involved in the
community and pray little. Some sleep a lot, and some sacrifice sleep to achieve more in life. My wife says I only
attend to emergency repairs at home and never get to normal maintenance.

I think I gave enough examples of how interests and priorities vary. It is time to quit and get busy with
the preparation of October issue of Telugu Jyothi which is the priority of this week.

Darwin's theory, "Survival of the Fittest," applies to the field of aviation. Here being bright is not enough. One should be able to react
to the situation. Remember, we do not have any rest stops in the air. Taken carefully one could enjoy the fun and adventure of exploring the
great blue skies.

You may be wondering who this is bombarding from "Theory of Evolution" to "Survival of the fittest." Hi! I am Vasavi Mamillapalli,
an aspiring young pilot born in Gudivada, AP, India. I did my schooling and college in many places of AP, mostly in Vijayawada.

Sometimes, even though you know you must do something, the best of intentions never come to fruition without the help and
encouragement of our loved ones. My parents, Prasad and Saraswathi Mamillapalli, led me to be the First Telugu Indian Lady Pilot to come
to USA.

In the first year of my college, I was introduced to flying through my enrollment in National Cadet Corps (NCC). I was selected in
the Air Wing, as a Glider Pilot, among the only five existing positions in the whole state. My instructor was the famous Wing Commander
Duraiswamy, who, with his good sense of humor, made me think flying is child's play. He told me on my first lesson, that we believe deep down
that we are "screw-ups" at heart, and do the opposite. I think we are afraid of ourselves, not of the airplane. As he said, an airplane flies quite
nicely. Treat it as your best friend and off it goes smoothly. If not the other way around, an airplane will command you and you are absolutely
in a mess.

I started my flying as a glider pilot and was awarded as the Best Cadet of the Year. Later in the second year of college, I participated
in the flying competitions and was awarded as Best Pilot given by the Government of AP.

ARTICLE I

ARTICLE II

8. To receive, administer and disburse gifts and grants of money and property of every kind
exclusively to tax exempt charitable, scientific, literary and educational purposes as set
forth under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 as amended.

9. To participate in all civic and communal acts for the betterment of the community.

10. To assist any group and/or individual members, who are interested in arranging or
organizing local activities consistent with the aims and objectives of this corporation.
11. To do any other act or thing incidental to or connected with the foregoing purposes or
in advancement thereof, but not for the pecuniary benefit of its members, trustees, officers
or other private persons, except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to
pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments distributions in
furtherence of the purposes set forth in this article. No substantial part of the activities
of the corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to
influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in any political campaign
on behalf of any candidate for public office.

BY-LAWS OF THE TELUGU FINE ARTS SOCIETY, INC.

ARTICLE I: MEMBERSHIP DUES AND FINANCES

1. GENERAL MEMBERS: All those who are eighteen (18) years of age or over and subscribe to the
aims and objectives of the corporation; and pay the membership dues.

2. Youth Members: All those who are between six and eighteen (6-18) years of age shall
qualify for membership in the youth club. No youth member shall have a right to vote in the
election of trustees or nominating committee and other bisiness of the corporation. However,
the youth members have a right to vote in the affairs of youth club.

3. Family shall be defined as husband, wife and unmarried children.

4. The amount of the annual dues of Family Membership shall be twenty dollars ($20),
Individual Membership shall be fifteen dollars ($15), and the Life Membership for a family
shall be one hundred and twenty-five dollars ($125). There shall be an additional initiation
fee of two dollars ($2) for all readmission subscriptions.

5. The membership dues are from January 1 to December 31. Membership shall be automatically
renewed if the dues be paid within three months after the same shall have become payable.
If the dues of any member be not paid within three months of such delinquency, the membership
shall automatically terminate on that date without any further notice. The board may provide
subsequent reinstatement effective from that date with the charge of additional initiation
fee.

6. The funds of the corporation shall be deposited with a bank doing business in the town
convenient to the Treasurer of TFAS. Such funds shall be disbursed upon the order of such
officers as may be prescribed by the board of trustees.

ARTICLE II: MEETINGS

1. A meeting of general members shall be held annually for the election of the board of
trustees, in the event the board of trustees decide to conduct the elections in person and
not by mail, and for the transaction of other businessess.

2. Special meetings of the members, for any purpose or purposes, may be called by the
President, or the board of trustees, and shall be called by the President at the request of
one-third (1/3) of the general members. The notice for such meetings shall state the purpose
or purposes the meeting is being called for. The meeting shall be held with in four (4)
weeks from the date of the notice of such request from the general members of the
corporation.

3. The board of trustees shall meet not less than four times in any year.

4. Written notice of the annual meeting or any regular meeting shall be given not less than
ten (10) days before the date of such meeting to each member entitled to vote at such
meeting.

ARTICLE III: BOARD OF TRUSTEES

1. Except as otherwise required by law or provided by these bylaws, the entire control of the
corporation and its affairs shall be vested in its board of trustees.

2. The board of trustees of the corporation shall consist of nine (9) trustees elected by the
general members of the corporation either in person, or by proxy, or by mail. A proxy is a
written letter of authorization by the member stating the nominee for the proxy, dated and
duly signed by the member and proxy. It should be written 10 days of the purpose it is
called for, and it should reach the President or Secretary 2 days before the purpose. Proxy
could only be changed by the presence of the member.

3. The officers of the corporation shall be a President, a Vice President, a Secretary and
a Treasurer, who shall be elected from and by the members of the board of trustees.

4. The board of trustees shall at its first meeting or soon after, designate and appoint the
remaining trustees as chairpersons of Annual Events, Special Events, Community Affairs,
Philanthropic, and Youth Service.

5. There shall be one chairperson for each one of such committees.

6. The term of the trustees and the officers shall be for a period of two years or until
their successors have been chosen. The term of the board of trustees and the officers shall
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begin from the Saturday closest to the 15th day of January and continue for two years and end
on a Saturday closest to 14th day of January or the day of oath of office of the succeeding
board of trustees.

7. The oath of office shall be administered on the day on which the Sankranthi festival shall
be celebrated by the corporation.

8. No officer or director shall receive any salary or compensation from the corporation.

9. If any vacancy shall occur in any office or in the board of trustees, by any reason, the
board of trustees shall elect a member of the board of trustees as an officer, and a member
of the corporation as a trustee, to fill any such vacancy for the unexpired term of the
person whom he or she replaces. If more than five vacancies arise in the board of trustees
at any time, new elections for the board of trustees shall be conducted as described in
Article V.

10. A trustee shall automatically lose his/her position if he/she does not attend two
consecutive meetings of board of trustees in person.

11. The officers shall perform the duties which are usually performed by such officers, or
such duties as may be assigned to them from time to time by the board of trustees.

ARTICLE IV: QUALIFICATIONS

Any person who is a general member of the corporation for not less than a year on the 22nd
day of October in the year of election shall qualify for the position of a trustee or member
of a nominating committee.

ARTICLE V: NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS

1. The board of trustees by resolution adopted by a majority of the entire board shall
recommend a list of three members as nominating committee from the general members the
general body for ratification on the Ugadi day celebration of the election year. 1In case of
vacancy in the nominating committee during the election, the board of trustees shall appoint
another member and inform the general body. The members of the nominating committee should
be other than the board of trustees.

2. The Secretary shall mail a list of all eligible members to the members of the nominating
committee not later than October 22 in the year of election.

3. The nominating committee calls for nomination duly proposed and seconded by the general
members of good standing for the board of trustees from the general members by mail by
November 15.

4. The ballots will be mailed to the general members by November 30.

5. All the ballots shall be returned to the nominating committee not later than December 15
and the election results shall be announced on or before December 31 in the year of election.
6. The outgoing board of trustees and officers shall make all including finances in
consultation with the newly elected until the day of inauguration.

7. In the year of incorporation, the board of trustees are elected by the general body at a
scheduled and convenient meeting of the general body.

8. The nomination committee ceases to exist after the oath of office of the suceeding
executive committee.

ARTICLE VI: QUORUM OF TRUSTEES

Majority of the board of trustees shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of any
business, and the vote of a majority of the board of trustees present at the time of a
vote, if a quorum is present at such time, shall be the act of the boared of trustees.
ARTICLE VII: QUORUM OF MEMBERS

A majority of the general members of the corporation whether present in person or
represented by proxy as defined in Article III.2 of by-laws, shall constitute a quorum for
all purposes. The vote of a majority of the general members present at the time of a vote,
if quorum is present at such time, shall be the act of the members of the corporation.
ARTICLE VIII: VOTING BY MEMBERS

1. Every general member shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of
members provided that they are in good standing for a period of two months prior to such
voting.

2. Husband and wife of a family membership shall be considered as two general members of the
corporation. An unmarried child above 18 years of age living with the parents is also a
general member.

ARTICLE IX: AMENDMENT TO THE BYLAWS

The board of trustees shall have the power to make, alter and repeal bylaws, but the bylaws
made by the board may be altered or repealed by a majority of the general members of the
corporation. Any bylaws made by the majority of the general members of the corporation shall
not be altered or repealed by the board of trustees.
