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Health for all by 2000 AD

T is quite sometime that we saw headlines
almost every day in all newspapers and
media - Health for all by 2000 AD. Now
we have entered 1997. There are hardly
_three  years to achieve this target as
promised by our leaders and the government.
The questions arise as to how much and what
has been done to achieve the target? Were
they -mere slogans or empty promises?
Recently, we saw headlines again in newspa-
pers - three new medical colleges for AP.
Every district to have one medical college
and one engineering college. Is it good news

or bad news? Just a few years ago, one chief _
minister sanctioned 10 or 15 new medical

colleges and resigned soon after.

It is now almost half a century since we got
our independence. Everybody knows that
nearly 80 per cent of our population lives in
the villages. Only recently the government
could bring inthe Panchayat Raj legislation -
which is really the best. thing that ever hap-
pened after independence - to benefit the
poor in the villages - provided it will be
implemented, true to its spirit and objectives.
What is now needed is a similar health poli-
cy or legislation to provide health care to the
poor.

Let us first analyse the current medical sce-
nario. Yes, we now have some of the best
hospitals with the best equipment and latest
facilities and the best doctors too - compara-
ble to Western standards. We need not rush to
England or USA for any major or complicat-
ed surgery. In fact, it is the other way.
Several patients are now coming to India
from the Middle-East and neighbouring
countries for medical treatment. But all these
facilities are available only for the rich.

But, what is happening in the villages where
80 per cent of our population lives? No
MBBS Doctor ever goes there. Yes, there are
government primary health centres (PHCs).
It is well-known fact that the doctors spend
very little time there. They live in the nearby
big towns and may commute from there. The

villagers are mostly dependent on rural med-
ical practitioners - most of them being ex-
compounders or ex-ward-boys. Some of
these have lucrative practice and the local
politicians need their support in elections.
They have a powerful association that wields
enough influence with the government. It is
impossible for a new raw MBBS graduate to
set up practice in such villages and compete
with these practitioners ? This is the experi-

“ence of several young MBBS doctors who
really wanted to serve in the villages. They
were disheartened and forced to leave the
villages. :

Now for a moment - let us check our mem-
ory and look back to our pre-independence
and early post- independence years. People
in the present age group of 30 - 60 years may
well remember the treatment they had in
those days. Who were those doctors? They
are the old LMPs & LIMs. Not only the small
towns, but most villages were all served by
those old LMPs. They pever craved for the

glamour and comforts of the cities. They
never craved for money --yet they lived in
comfort and were greatly respected. They
were so much dedicated to the service and to
the profession. Without the aid of modern
diagnostic facilities - they depended mostly
on their own clinical acumen and judgment.
They could give-the best treatment with min-
imum expenses to the patient. They had all
the time and patience to hear what the
patient had to say. Their confident reassuring
word itself was half of the treatment that
gave relief for the poor villagers. Those
LMPs were really most exemplary doctors
that served the villages of our country.

1 can write. all this, because of my own per-
sonal experiences. My fathet” was an old
LMP from Madras - perhaps it was called
Royapuram Medical School. After a short
service with the Zilla Parishad dispensaries
in the district, he had to move to
Yellamanchili from Visakhapatnam in 1942,
when it was evacuated due to the threat of
Japanese, bombing in World War-II. Instead
of sitting idle he set up his practice. His first
month's savings were five rupees. But he
soon picked up enough work and felt happy
in the small town. So he never wanted to
move to the city again. I remember, I myself

brought a 20 cc syringe, from the boiling
tray. He again sterilised it with a burning
spirit swab, with the needle almost red-hot.
After allowing it to cool he just cleaned the
lower chest wall of the patient with Tinc.
iodine and told him that he is giving an injec-
tion. With another 2 cc syringe, he injected 1
cc of lignocaine. Then he slowly inserted the
big syringe needle out came into the syringe
yellow and straw coloured fluid without any
effort. He pulled out this syringe when it was
full and asked the compounder to press a
benzoin seal. He put the fluid in a sterile bot-
tle and asked the ward-boy to take it to
Visakhapatnam with a requisition for AFB -
along with a specimen sputum also. After
three days he got the report -both positive for
TB. Thus he saved the patient spending for
his journey to Visakhapatnam and the cost of
X-ray, blood and sputum examination etc.
Before I left for London after my holiday, I
could see the young man. back at his work
and continuing with one injection and 2
tablets of INH and PAS every day. To look
back I'always feel ashamed that I doubted
my father's abilities. I can confess even today
that I can never compare myself to him.

He never asked for any money from any
patient rich or poor. He kept a box in one cor-

“I remember my father who once said that God cures
the disease.

did not like to stay in the village but, I used
to help my father with small jobs like apply-
ing tincture-iodine for small injuries or
putting benzoin seal, or eye-drops or hydro-
gen peroxide into ears to clean them - ppply
bandages etc. So I started very young in the
medical profession. )

My father served the people and villages all
around Yellamanchili for 32 years without a
single day of leave or holiday. To look back,
the service and work he rendered is simply
amazing. | have not seen a better doctor and
a humane person then him.

When I got my MBBS and later FRCS, [
thought I was a greater doctor than my father.
Here | wish to narrate only one of several
instances of his clinical judgments. In 1971,
when I passed my FRCS, I came home for
one month holiday to see my parents. I went
along with my father to his clinic. I was
watching my father at his work. He saw one
young man - very sick with fever and cough.
He examined him thoroughly like a 3rd year

medical student and then told the com-

pounder to start streptomycin injection. He.
looked at me. I never said a word but he -
knew that I had my own doubts. He gave me~

a smile. Then I said,: “in England, we do not
start streptomycin until we get the sputum
positive for TB and a chest X- ray. blood test
etc.” He then stood up, went inside and

ner for whatever anybody wanted to pay. The
treatment was the same for the rich and the
poor. Even in the middle of the night - even
th poorest of the poor - a rickshaw puller
could wake him up for an emergency. He
never got annoyed nor questioned him. He
got dressed and went along with bim in his
rickshaw if he brought one, or else he used
his own bicycle.

He suddenly died in 1974. I was at the peak
of my career, having been just selected as a
rotating registrar at the Royal London
Hospital, one of the premier teaching hospi-
tals in London. I rushed to Yellamanchili,
just to perform the funeral rites and go back
to my job again. But literally hundreds and
thousands of villagers were at our house lit-
erally weeping a~, crying for that soul. They
were all pleadin7;'0 me not to close my
father's clinic. My heart melted. I could not
say no. The villagers not only gave me edu-
cation but they had paid even for my clothes,
books and fees. I went to London only to
resign my job and returned to Yellamanchili
to continue my father's work. I had to repay
the debf owed to the villagers, as well as my

' father. I was there for near:ly ten years and

trained one Jocal MBBS doctor from the

area. After that I moved to Hyderabad city
mainly for the sake of my daugh-

education. But I have no regrets that I spent

- e e




the best part of my-life in rural area.
While continuing my‘father's clinic,
I. was ‘also associated with Bhagavatula
Charitabie Trust (BCT) - a unique and
highly respected voluntary organisation,
doing excel lent work in rural development
in all its aspects. 1 usedto conduct their
health camps in the remote villages.

So far our leaders have been
experimenting and some progress has
been made. I do not mean any disrespect
to their intellector efforts. But it needs a lot
of understanding of the  ground
realities in the villages and the magnitude and

intricacies of the problems and economics.
Our chief minister, Sri N Chandrababu
Naidu has

been striving hard to improve the lot of the
poor and the downtrodden. The recently
introduced “Janmabhoomi™ programme is
really unique and I do sincerely hope that
more and more people will try to understand
the real value and give all the support the
programme needs. I sincerely wish that he
applies his mind and attention to cater to the
needs of the medical care for the poor in the
villages also. Now is the time for him to
evolve a health policy. 1 do hope this will
draw his attention to voluntary efforts to
take up the challenge of providing health for
all.

HIS is in continuation of my article
Von Saturday 17th May, 1997. It is
easy to sit and criticise the govern-
ment and find faults. But it will be
more fruitful if one can give solutions
and suggestions - which I am now trying. After
fifty years of Independence and several five-year
plans, we have not been able to provide basic
health needs in the villages as well as the urban
slums - where 80 per cent of our poor people
live. We therefore need to draw a clear policy for
Rural Health Care.

As we recapture the glorious services rendered
by the old LMPs, LIMs, and GCIMs, - we can
say without doubt that they did prove their wor-
thiness. In straight forward terms, my main sug-
gestion is to bring back the Licenciate Diploma
in medical profession. It can be called by any
suitable name - say Licenciate in Medicine &
Surgery (LMS). This is similar to the diplomas in
engineering.

The curriculum for 3 or 4 years course ( after
_Intermediate) can be so planned as to cater to the
needs of the rural areas. Emphasis can be laid on
basics in medicine, surgery, gynaccology &
obstetrics, paediatrics, family planning and pop-
ulation control. The academicians can easily
draw up the syllabus and the practical training
and housemanship. The criteria for admission
also can be planned with students from village
backgrounds with aptitude to serve in the village,
i.e., only those students interested in serving the
humanity and are prepared to settle in the rural
areas. Such doctors with good training will ulti-
mately be able to eliminate the quacks and RMPs
who are exploiting the poor and the illiterate.
These rural doctors will be the ultimate answer
for population control, which should be the
sheet-anchor for the health policy.

The main objections for this proposal may per-
haps come from the senior stalwarts in the med-

ical profession, who ate close to the corridors of
power and occupying key posts in the premier
teaching hospitals, - Indian Medical Association
(IMA), Association of Surgeons of India (ASI)
and the powerful Indian Medical Council
(IMC). They sit in AC Rooms in Delhi or the
state capitals. To formulate a health-policy, the
first priority must be to examine the present
infrastructure in our state, or any other state in
the country. It in the main consists of the teach-
ing hospitals, the district headquarters hospitals,
the taluq head-quarters hospitals, and the prima-
ry health centres - PHC etc.

* Teaching hospitals: These are the best assels,
we have, but to speak frankly they are the worst
managed and are just a waste of resources and
skilled manpower. More than 50 per cent of the
paticnts treated in these hospitals should not have
been treated there at all. To put it straight these
teaching hospitals should be used as referral hos-
pitals only in the pattern of the National Health
Service hospitals in England, USA etc. It is only
then that the patients could get the best treatment
by the best specialists we have. We are just wast-
ing their talent and time. Only the poorest of the
poor are dependent on government hospitals.
Anybody with any small means can go for pri-
vate medical treatment. Hence the fast growing
private medical industry, which has already
eamed enough bad reputation, One can write”
volumes about the moral degeneration in the

medical profession and the exploitation by some
of the mushrooming Nursing Home and
Diagnostic Centres.The intention in not to deride
the medical profession which has exceptionally
good men and women who are rendering noble
services. So the next step is to reduce the unnec-
essary wasteful burden on the teaching hospitals.
The Government should start small out-patient
units - OPUs - in several parts of cities as well as
big,}owns on the lineg of PHCs - depending on
the dersity of the Io®al_population _- more $o
whete the poor villagers a8 weil as the urban poor
in the slums, are concentrated. These OPUs can
look after the routine and common ailments. Any
patient who needs urgent or specialist attention,
may be referred to the teaching hospitals. This
way the efficiency of treatment as well as the
teaching to our MBBS students will improve. As
the number of licenciates increase over a period,
the number of admissions to the MBBS courses
may be slowly reduced - which again contributes
to produce better doctors.... ;

Similarly all the district headquarters hospitals
can be streamlined and provided with some basic
specialities so that they can be used as referral
hospitals, as, well as provide bases for starting
Licenciate courses. It is heartening to read in
newspapers today, as [ write this article, that our
chief minister has approved a plan to start one
Engineering College in every district. The same
principle can be applied to the medical field also.
My request and suggestion is to start Licenciates
courses in medicine and surgery - LMS. Our
health policy should be based on our needs and
requirements.

Next, the PHCs or primary health centres,
which were supposed to be the mainstay for the
rural health delivery, system, have not really

iclded the expegtagl tesults. Their functioning is
"}3'7 ﬁohvsatﬁ?:g(?riy. The complaints from the
villagers are innumerable. The doctor seldom
lives there but commute from nearby towns.
Everybody knows that there is always a leave-

letter left on the table, in case of an emergency
surprise visit by the chief minister or district
medical officer. That tells the whole story. If the
proposed LMSs will be posted there. there will
be a better hope. With this brief sur-ey of the cur-
rent infrastructure of the medical cstablishments
in the state, 1 request the Honourable chief min-
ister N Chandrababu Naidu garu to spare some
time and thoughts over these proposals. [ am
prepared for any discussions or taking up any
responsibility free of charge to draw up a practi-
cal health policy for the state. Q
