DAWN TO DUSK: A Review

Dr. Lakshmi Bandlamudi

Writing and reflecting on
one's life story is not an easy
task. Autobiographical narratives
present unique problems; what has
been experienced must be consciously
perceived and carefully narrated.
The subject is simultaneously the
author and the hero. It requires
quite a bit of honesty about
ourselves and the world around us.
The biographer's task is relatively
simple; he constructs the profile of
his hero and as such inserts his
voice. A biographer can easily
praise and censure his subject with
greater freedom and distance.
Whereas writing autobiography is
challenging, awkward and perhaps
even frightening to bare one's soul
to a larger evaluating audience. The
problems are often contradictory -
if you speak about your
accomplishments it could be read as
being boastful and if you don't it
could be interpreted as being self
effacing. False modesty can
translate into false consciousness.
Therefore, good autobiographical
narratives must be balanced at every
level; both objective and
subjective, honest and yet subtle,

it must be about self and

significant others in your life and
about personal anecdotes and crucial
historical events. Historians, 1in
particular see personal reflections
as authentic historical documents.
The evolving individual and the
world are

changing tightly

intertwined. Writing personal
memoirs has not been as popular in
India as in the west. There are
several reasons for this trend and
the most significant one 1is the
psychology of colonialism, in which
the self is defined by the
categories of the colonizer.
Therefore reclaiming and redefining
one's soul is the first step towards
personal reflections. To see the end
of British imperialistic rule and
the birth of a nation and subsequent
tumultuous decades through the eyes
of a prominent individual who has
played a key role in these
historical events would then be a
special treat. This unique gift of
reflections on personal 1life and
public events comes from Prof.
V.V.Ramanadham.

The book entitled Reflections
on Public Enterprise and
Privatization: Dawn to Dusk (1996)
published by Vikas Publishing House
Pvt. Ltd., New Delhi 1is a very
modest and yet an honest account of
an illustrious 1life that has

witnessed and participated 1in



several historical events. As we
approach the new millennium, we need
to take stock of our past, specific
to our regional locale, our nation
and the world at large, especially
in the 1light of recent changes
towards globalization. Prof.
Ramanadham, hailing from Challapalli
in Krishna District has covered
quite a "distance" in his life -
both spatially and temporally, being
at the forefront of important events
at regional, national and
international levels, over a
significant period. The projects he
has undertaken as an economist range
from road transportation in the
newly formed state of Andhra
Pradesh, to surveying economic
conditions nationwide and reporting
the dismal condition to Pundit
Jawaharlal Nehru, to forming
networks on privatization and
implementing programs for the United
Nations. His memoirs chronicle many
events beginning from the colonial
period and then the resistance and
revolt against the British Raj, the
independence, and subsequent gloomy
economic period and the slow revival
to recent global developments 1like
the downfall of communism and the
new market economy in Post -
Communist nations. Prof. Ramanadham
offers the reader glimpses of all

these changes through his private

life and his very public
involvement.

The book must not be read as a
tale of his personal life, although
there are few brief episodes,
especially at the beginning and
towards the end. The brevity of the
narrative on his private 1life,
however 1is compensated by its
intensity. It is at the beginning
and in the end that one hears the
"Poet Ramanadham Garu". The poetic
narration begins with his early
childhood experiences in an
economically modest, but in an
intellectually rich environment. He
painfully regrets his early
indifference to Sanskrit education.
Prof. Ramanadham 1is a perpetual
student and throughout his book he
fondly recollects his influential
teachers - right from his Telugu
teacher in high school, Devineni
Surayya, to his college professors
Vissa Appa Rao and M.
Venkatarangayya, to his mentors
Prof. Plant and Prof. Coase at
London School of Economics. There is
an 1important lesson that one can
learn from Prof. Ramanadham's
relationships with his teachers -
willingness to learn, take criticism
in a constructive manner and
struggle with ideas, whether it be
in the literary realm or on the

economic sphere. I would in
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particular recommend the youngsters
to read the book so that they may
take an excursion into the past and
relations,

understand social

especially student teacher
relationship that prevailed at that
time. In addition to the glimpse
into the past there is an important
lesson - a persistence in vision
despite bureaucratic indifference.

I was very much struck by
Prof. Ramanadham's engagement with
two seemingly disparate subject
matters - one the free flowing world
of 1literati and the other, the
restricted and bureaucratic world of
economy and government. Prof.
Ramanadham however shows the same
kind of passion towards art, academe
and government. Every project he
undertook he saw it as yet another
learning experience. The ease with
which he moves in these multiple
worlds deserves special merit, and
perhaps herein lies the secret to
creative thinking.

Prof. Ramanadham reflects in
his last chapter on Dusk that life
is never linear and logical; it is
full of curves and zigzags and that
is why one must always be willing to
learn from surprising twists 1in
life, and he concludes the book with
the thought that while physical

aging is ineluctable, intellectual

inertia can be avoided and this

lesson would be priceless to any

reader.

V.V. RAMANADHAM is currently
coordinator of the Inter-regional Network
on Privatisation, United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP).

He was educated at Andhra University
and the London School of Economics
(LSE). He has been Professor and Dean
of the Faculty of Commerce, Osmania
University, Founder-Director of the
Institute of Public Enterprise, Adviser
on Public Enterprise at the United
Nations, New York, an international
technical consultant on Public Enterprise
and Privatisation, a visiting academic at
many universities including Harvard,
Pittsburgh, London and Oxford.

He has written a number of books on
Transport, Public  Enterprise  and
Privatisation. He has also penned a
number of literary works in Telugu, and
directed many operas.

An autobiographical work, this book
encapsulates the long life and
distinguished career of Professor V.V.
Ramanadham, from his birth in an
obscure Andhra village to his present
position as an international expert on
public enterprise and privatisation.

Studded with personal anecdotes and
perceptive insights, the work contains «
wealth of thought provoking discussion
on development, and the role of the
United Nations, with which Prof.
Ramanadham has been associated for
over 25 years in promoting it. With his
long experience at universities within
India and abroad, his close involvement
in UN missions offering advice to

! developing countries on public enterprise
and privatisation, the author is uniquely
placed to analyse current trends I these
subjects.

The book is notable, not so much for
its chronology, as for the professional,
cultural and human content of a life
oriented to achievement.

V. Vemuri

Sandhi is a specialized operation found in
Sanskrit, and this technique also found its way into
many Indian languages. The word sandhi means
‘union, junction'. The 'rules of sandhi' describe the
manner in which vowels and consonants in different
words are modified when two words are brought
together and pronounced in quick succession. This
process allows one to combine roots, suffixes and
prefixes in innumerable combinations to generate a
variety of new words with different shades of
meaning.

1. Sandhi in Sanskrit

The two most popular sandhis in Sanskrit are
"the elogation of vowels" sandhi and the "growth"
sandhi. Both these sandhis are equally popular when
Sanskrit words are used in Telugu.

A.  "Elongation of Vowel" Sandhi

Case 1: The three vowel pairs in question
are: a, a: 1,1: u, u. When these vowel pairs join
themselves, the result is the correspoonding long
vowel. That is,

been %&)¥ and FHE.

In Telugu, when two words are joined, the
last vowel in the first word vanishes and the first
vowel in the second word survives.
