In the article, Pratima
feels that society suddenly became silent. Friends who
interacted with her family slowed down or stopped the
interactions. The telephone, which used to ring
constantly when Raghav was alive, stopped ringing.
Pratima wonders about the change and cannot figure out
the reasons. Unfortunately, | must agree that this part
can be true, and it cannot be just the imagination of a
lonely person.

| started thinking about the reasons for the change
among the friends in their interaction with a person after
the loss of his or'her spouse. | cannot deny the fact
because | may not be much different from ‘these friends.’
What can be the reasons? Can we blame our work,
society, or the country that produces stress in our lives?
Can we blame the laptop computer that makes us loyal
to work in the evenings and weekends? Can we blame
the social calendar that is filled with baby showers,
shashtipoorthis, or similar events that fill our weekends?

Are some friends silent not due to such reasons but
simply because they have a hesitation as to what to say
or how to say it when they call or meet? Are they afraid
to say a wrong thing? Or are they afraid of the sad
feelings that would come back when they meet? Do they
hesitate because there will not be the same fun as they
had during the visits in the past when the spouse was
around?

I am not a psychologist so | don’t know the reason.
But perhaps we do not need to know the reason as to
why we do not feel the same way as when the spouse
was around. We can simply treat the person without the
spouse as an individual, visit when possible and talk
routine matters that naturally come to mind. We can
listen to the concerns and help the friend to face the
challenge and adjust to the new life. We may not need to
talk about the deceased person and if we do, it doesn’t
have to be sad and depressing dialogue.
