| recently retired from a highly satisfactory job
after 35 years. The measures of success were the
mutual respect | achieved among my colleagues in
the office rather than moving to a corner office and
the modest, low-key style in which | used to get
things done rather than caving into the pressure to
be more aggressive. | even found that missing a big
promotion at one stage in my career was not as
disappointing as it seems. | decided to use the
opportunity to focus more on the technical aspects of
my career including being active within |IEEE
(Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineers.) This
role gave me an opportunity to know many other
engineers nationally and internationally and serve as
the Editor in Chief of a journal. | also enjoyed
assuming a mentor role which many younger
engineers appreciated. A year and half ago |
received an attractive job offer that is purely
technical and which | accepted giving up my
managerial position.

Like many immigrant Indians | had my role in the
cultural and literary activities. The path was laid by
people such as Late Jonnada Ramakrishna, K.V.
Rao, Ramakrishna Chalikonda and several others
with the establishment of the Telugu Fine Arts
Society (TFAS) and Telugu Jyothi in 1984.

Vemuri Ramanadham, one of our
senior, senior citizens is still active in writing poetry
and essays in Telugu and giving lectures in his
profession. Appajosyula Satyanarayana organizes
cultural and literary events while being a busy
professor. Dama Venkaiah actively promotes
philanthropy while being busy with his accounting
practice. Guthikonda Ravindranath has been a
leader who started new organizations and now
helping existing organizations in various ways.
Shanthi Kumar writes and produces Telugu cultural
movies.

There are many other individuals worthy of
mentioning. These are experts in vocal or
instrumental Carnatic music, Bharatanatyam or
Kuchipudi dance, or directors or actors in Telugu
drama. There are philanthropists who succeeded in
developing health related and other projects in US
and in India. We should be proud of all these people
for their achievements while facing various
constraints from living in a foreign country.

So while these reflections are of my life and the
people around me, | think that others in my situation
will also look at their lives with similar fondness.
