Vikram Akula, SKS Founder & CEO, Named to Time Magazines’s Top 100 List

Recognized for his vision and leadership as the Founder
and CEO of SKS Microfinance, one of the world’s fastest
growing microfinance institutions, Vikram Akula has been
named by TIME Magazine as one of “The People Who Shape
Our World” for 2006. The annual list that celebrates the lives
and ideas of the world’s most influential people was released
today and includes global leaders such as Bill Clinton, Bill &
Melinda Gates and George W. Bush.

Vikram joins Nandan Nilekani, Infosys Founder and
President, as one of two Indians to make the list. He was
highlighted for his work as a pioneer in the microfinance
industry and dedication to improving the lives of the poor in
India. Born in India and raised in the US, Vikram founded SKS
in 1998 to empower the poor to become economically self-
reliant by providing financial services in a sustainable way.
"Even though it’s my name on the list, the true honorees are our
clients across the country who struggle everyday to overcome
poverty and inspire us with their courage," said Vikram. "I
started SKS because I was overwhelmed by the poverty I saw in
India and was looking for a way to catalyze rapid economic
development for the poor," he continued. Today, SKS is one of
the fastest growing microfinance organizations in the world,
having disbursed over $52 million (Rs 240 crores) in loans to
221,000 women clients in poor regions of India. "This is a great
recognition of the pioneering microfinance movement in Andhra
Pradesh. It highlights the tremendous groundwork done by
microfinance practitioners—both government and private
institutions—in bringing finance to the poor,” added Vikram.

Vikram has dedicated much of his professional life to
addressing India’s poverty. Prior to launching SKS, Vikram was
a Fulbright Scholar in India, during which he coordinated a
government-funded (Jawahar Rozgar Yojana) action-research
project on providing microfinance for food security. He has also
worked as a community organizer with the Deccan
Development Society in Andhra Pradesh and as a researcher
with the Worldwatch Institute, where he wrote articles on
poverty and development. He holds a BA from Tufts, an MA
from Yale and a Ph.D. from the University of Chicago, where
his dissertation focused on poverty alleviation strategies
(Reprinted from McKinsey News, May 15, 2006).

Vikram, son of Smt. Padma and Dr. Krishna Akula of
Schenectady, NY, was born in Hyderabad and moved to the US
when he was 3 years old. In high school, he was student body
president 4 years in a row. He was interested in community
service and social development from a young age, largely
sparked by his time in India every summer of his youth. During
these visits to India, he was overwhelmed by the amount of
poverty he saw-especially when contrasted with the wealth of
the United States. These impressions made him promise to
himself that someday he would do something to help eradicate
poverty in India.

While at Tufts University, he was inspired by Gandhi’s
writings concerning the ideas of economic self-reliance. After
receiving BA in Philosophy and English from Tufts, Vikram
returned to India to work with an NGO as a community
organizer. That NGO followed an integrated rural development
approach in which an NGO takes up a number of activities. It
was a great learning experience, but the key lesson from that
work was that, of the development interventions, the single most
important for the poor was economic development. Economic
development was the foundation on which other development—
such as education and health--can be built.

Vikram then went back to the US, did his Masters at Yale
University and returned back to India as a Fulbright scholar to
coordinate a project on providing microfinance to marginal
farmers. He did this under the auspices of an NGO and the key
lesson from that experience was that the way microfinance was
being done by NGOs was extremely inefficient and that the
existing model would never scale to reach all of India’s poor.

He continued his education at the University of Chicago,
and received a Ph.D focused on microfinance. Microfinance is
about providing financial services to the poor, most often in the
form of loans, as well as insurance. By giving women and
families access to finance, microfinance provides the
opportunity to start income-generating activities and increase
the daily, weekly, monthly and yearly income of entire families.
At the University of Chicago, he realized the potential of
microfinance but wanted to explore how to scale up to reach
more poor people. One key insight he had was that the NGO
sector could leverage principles of successful global businesses.
Two ideas in particular were (1) standardizing processes and (2)
using technology to automate activities.

The impetus for standardization was having seen NGOs

1 having wide disparities in quality from village center to village

center and from loan officer to loan officer—this prevented
rapid scaling. On the other hand, corporations like Coca-Cola
for example, had very standardized processes and could
penetrate the Indian rural market quickly whereas NGOs had
only scaled outreach to about 10-15% of the poor.

The impetus for using technology to automate processes
was that microfinance is extremely manually intensive—manual
passbooks, manual collection sheets, manual branch offices and
manual consolidations. But with millions of more transactions
than a retail bank, this makes things costly and time-intensive.
Automation, I thought, could streamline processes, increase
productivity, and enable rapid scaling.

Implementing these two principles, automation and
standardization have contributed to the success of SKS
Microfinance. SKS began in 1998 in only one district in the
Telengana region of Andhra Pradesh. Since then, its growth has

been tremendous. SKS lead the microfinance industry in a
number of areas, and has been recognized for its high quality
service to the poor, including our sensitivity to clients, low costs
of delivery, innovation, and transparency. SKS Microfinance is
one of the fastest growing microfinance organizations in the
world, having provided over $52 million (Rs 240 crores) in
loans to 221,000 women clients in poor regions of India.
Borrowers take loans for a range of income-generating
activities, including livestock, agriculture, trade (such as
vegetable vending), and production (from basket weaving to
pottery). SKS also offers interest-free loans for emergencies as
well as life insurance to borrowers. Its affiliate, SKS Education,
provides education services to poor children, including running
a government-funded school for girls who have dropped out of
school.
